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             ABOUT THE UNIVERSITY 

 Chaudhary Ranbir Singh University, Jind established under the state legislature Act. No. 28 of 2014 is 

situated 5th milestone on Rohtak bypass road, Jind. The University has 75 acres of land. University's 

foundation stone was laid on 25th July, 2014 by the then Chief Minister Sh. Bhupinder Singh Hooda and 

the very same day Maj. Gen. (Dr.) Ranjit Singh, AVSM, VSM (Retd.) took over charge as the founder 

Vice Chancellor of the University. Prior to the establishment of the university in July, 2014, it was 

functioning as the Post Graduate Regional Centre of Kurukshetra University, Kurukshetra since August 

2007. Presently, the university is offering master courses in thirteen subjects and has started first batch of 

doctoral research from this academic session. The historical city of Jind is privileged to have a university 

to flourish knowledge, innovations and holistic inclusive education. The university is working diligently 

for the upbringing & development of masses with the help of young, dynamic and energetic faculty 

members under the vivacious and dynamic leadership of hon'ble Vice Chancellor. The University has 

provided the best teaching learning environment with the enrollment of approximately more than 500 

students in the first academic session 2014-15. 

University has its own well equipped conference hall, Psychology lab, Language lab, Computer lab, 
Lecture theaters, Smart class rooms and Eco-friendly campus. The university has well-qualified and 
experienced faculty to cater to the needs of students of this nascent university. The faculty and staff are 
working 24 x 7 for the growth of the university so that it marks its presence among the world class 
universities in near future. Within a short span of time, the University has started girls hostel equipped 
with modern facilities like auditorium, medical room, badminton court and a beautiful lake under 
construction. University is in the process of starting boys' hostel at HUDA complex. The university 
also offers moderate accommodation for women faculty and staff. 

It is our immense pleasure to share with you that the University has got recognition of UGC u/s 2(f) of 
UGC Act. 1956 and got membership of Association of Indian Universities in record time. It is a matter 
of pride and pleasure for us that the university has constituted its first Executive Council, Academic 
Council, Finance Committee and the University Court in a short span of time. The university has been 
continuously endeavoring to upgrade on every possible arena for the betterment and upliftment of 
students and staff. Keeping in mind the concept of interdisciplinary approach and holistic global 
perspective, this university is pledged to work collectively with society not only for achieving 
academic excellence and heights but also to impart value education and employable skills.  

 Hostel 

The  University  has  one  Girls  hostel  namely  Laxmi  Bai  Girls  Hostel.  It was inaugurated by Hon'ble 

Governor Prof. Kaptan Singh Solanki on 12 November, It has the capacity of accommodating 240 girls. 

The hostel is provided with necessary facilities including electric geysers, 32” Plasma TVs alongwith 

Dish/DTH facility and water cooler with RO system. The hostels subscribe to several national and 
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regional daily news papers and magazines for enabling the students to know what is happening around 

the world. Sport facilities for girls include table tennis and badminton court, volley ball court, gym and 

different indoor games like carom-board and chess etc. Medical facilities to all hostel residents are 

provided through the University Health Centre located in the Hostel premises. The hostel campus has a 

small computer lab and Wi-Fi facility also for the use of its residents. The University also has a 

Horticulture Club maintained by the girls of the Hostel.   

 Library 

The Library of the University is well equipped with nearly 5000 books. The library has subscribed for 
9 newspapers. It is planned to shift the library to its new building from the coming session i.e. 2015-
16. It is well equipped the modern technology and infrastructure. It has five computers for the use of 
the students. Kiosk system has also been installed for the convenience of the students as well as 
faculty members. The Library, at present not only allows the members to borrow books or other 
resources, but also provides reading rooms where the readers can study peacefully. The library opens 
from 9.00 A.M. to 5.00 P.M. The University library recorded about 500 users including students and 
staff of the University. 

  Sports Activities 

Sports activities of the University are being run under the Sports Council. The University has 
following playfields: Handball (1), Football (1), Volleyball (1), Netball (1), Korfball (1), Kho-Kho (1), 
Kabaddi (1),   & Athletic Track 400 Mtrs. Hon'ble  Governor has laid foundation stone of Major 
Dhyan Chand Sports Complex on March 2015. The University is going to have its Sports Stadium 
soon. The University is also having a modern indoor shooting range. The construction of Lawn Tennis 
Court is in progress. The University is also providing different sports facilities to its players like Free 
TA & DA during Inter University participation, Free Sport kit & Track suit to the players participating 
in Inter University tournaments, free medical facility during Inter University participation and 
Scholarship to the players winning positions in Inter University tournaments.   

 University Health Centre 

The University Health Centre located at Laxmi Bai Girls Hostel has sufficient space for a Dispensary 
with patient beds and stools with drop stand. The Centre has a visiting doctor and a nurse and provides 
medical consultation and free medicines to all students and staff. The health center is well equipped 
with all basic apparatus and general medicines.  The  Health  Centre  also  provides  1st  line  of  
treatment  in emergency cases. The process for the full-fledged development of university health 
centre is in process and will be accomplished very soon. 

  Computer Labs 

The University is having a total of four Computer Labs having about 85 All-in-One computers. 
Computer Lab at the Department of Computer Science and Applications has LAN connected with one 
high configuration Server connected with 10 Mbps leased line Internet connectivity. Central online 
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UPS with a power back up of 8 hours is controlling all the All-In-One systems. The lab is also 
equipped with one ceiling mounted projector and motorized screen. One Language lab is established 
with 25 All-in-One computer systems to improve the communication skills of the student in order to 
compete in the era of globalization. The language lab is also having LAN, Internet facility and Online 
UPS. One small computer lab with 10 computers is established in the hostel campus with Wi-Fi 
facility for the use of hostel residents. The University is also planning to establish a computer centre 
with the objective of providing computer facility to the students, teaching and non-teaching staff of the 
University. The University has already initiated the process for Campus wide Wi-Fi, which will be 
completed soon. 

  Social Outreach Programme 

The University is taken initiative to spread the awareness in the surrounding areas. The Vice- 
Chancellor Major General (Dr.) Ranjit Singh, AVSM, VSM (Retd.) has visited over 125 schools, 
colleges and professional institutes of Jind district to motivate the young blood for education and other 
social issues. The University has also  adopted  six  schools  and  providing  free  career  counseling  
and  computer education to the students. The University has also established Physical Training Course 
where the aspirants are given physical training for recruitments in different Armed Forces, ITBP and 
Police etc. Interview tips for SSB, GD are also provided to the students from time to time. Yoga 
classes are also taken by the Vice-Chancellor.      

 SC/ ST Cell 

As per guidelines of the UGC, SC/ST Cell has also been established in the University to provide 
facilities to the SC/ST students of the University as per the instructions of UGC/State Government 
from time to time. This cell functions as a Grievances Redressal Cell for SC/ST students and 
employees of the University and render them necessary help in solving their academic as well as 
administrative problems. Any other  work  assigned  time  to  time  to  promote  higher  education  
among  the communities suffering economic, social and educational deprivations.  

 Women Cell/ Women Complaint Redressal Cell 

Women Cell is constituted in the University for sensitizing teachers, non-teaching employees and 
students towards gender issues, upholding the dignity of women at work and providing them with a 
forum to complain against any unwelcome behaviour.  

 Anti-Ragging Committee 

Ragging is totally prohibited in the University and anyone found guilty of ragging and/or abetting 
ragging, whether actively or passively, or being a part of a conspiracy to promote ragging, is liable to 
be punished in accordance with the UGC Regulations on Curbing the Menace of Ragging in Higher 
Educational Institutions, 2009 as well as under the penal law for the time being in force. 

 Directorate of Distance Education 

The University is in the process of establishing Directorate of Distance Education with the objective to 
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take university based education beyond the boundaries of the University and providing education at the 
door step for those who are deprived of privilege of education. The University is planning to start 
distance education courses in the subject of Computer Science, English, Management, Yoga, Psychology, 
Sanskrit etc.  

 NSS 

National Service Scheme (NSS) is a noble experiment in academic expansion. It inculcates the spirit 
of voluntary work among the students and teachers through sustained community interactions. It 
brings our academic institutions closer to society. It shows how to combine knowledge and action to 
achieve results, which are desirable for community development. National Service Scheme was 
implemented in the University with the objective of providing students with an opportunity to develop 
their overall personality by taking part in various Social Service Schemes. One NSS unit is being run 
at the campus.  
 Digital University 

To fulfill t he dream of digital age of the State Government and the Prime Minister of India, the 
University has signed an MOU with Haryana Knowledge Corporation Limited (HKCL), Panchkula to 
make the maximum number of processes digital including the online admission, online deposing fee, 
examination form, issue of roll no., character certificate, migration cert ificate, result, provision DMC/ 
Certificate etc. 
  Welfare Scheme for the Reserved Category Students 

The University ensures proper implementation of various schemes  of the UGC/Government of India/ 
State Government concerning admissions, scholarships, etc. for the welfare of the students of reserved 
categories. The guidelines as revised from time to time by the State Governments are displayed on the 
Notice Boards, prominent places and in the University prospectus for the benefit of the students 
belonging to SC/BC category. Apart from Post Matric Scholarship for SC/BC students, State Merit 
Scholarship scheme, Scholarship for Physically Handicapped students etc as provided by the State 
Government are being provided to the students. 

 Interpretation of Rules & Regulations and the Remedies Provided In Respect of Admission 
Policy 

In the event of any inconsistency amongst the rules framed for admission policy etc. or in the event of 
any clarification with respect to the any said rules, the matter shall be referred to the Vice-Chancellor 
and the interpretation given by the Vice-Chancellor shall be final. The Vice -Chancellor is also 
competent to eliminate any inconsistency and to decide as to which provision shall take precedence 
over the other. 

Remedies 

If any applicant or any other person is of the opinion that the rules framed have not been followed, 
then he/she can submit an application outlining clearly the deviation in his/her opinion to the Vice-
Chancellor, who shall consider the application in the light of relevant rules and his decision in the 
matter shall be final.

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PARTICIPATING UNIVERSITIES OF HARYANA 
AT A GLANCE 

1. MAHARSHI DAYANAND UNIVERSITY, ROHTAK 
Maharshi Dayanand University, ab initio established as Rohtak University, Rohtak, came into existence 
by an Act No. 25 of 1975 of the Haryana Legislative Assembly in 1976 with the objective to promote 
inter-disciplinary higher education and research in the fields of environmental, ecological and life sciences. 
It was renamed as Maharshi Dayanand University in 1977 after the name of a great visionary and 
social reformer, Maharshi Dayanand. It had a unitary and residential character in its nascent stage, but 
became an affiliating University in November 1978. The University secured the recognition of University 
Grants Commission - the higher education regulatory body of India - for Central Govt. grants in Feb. 1983. 
The University is located at Rohtak in the state of Haryana - about 75 kms. from Delhi on Delhi-Hisar 
National Highway (NH-10), and is about 240 kms. from Chandigarh, the State Capital. It is well 
connected both by rail as well as road. Rohtak is the education hub of the State with excellent facilities 
for education in all fields of knowledge. 
The University campus, spread over an area of 665.44 acres, is well laid with state-of-the-art buildings 
and magnificent road network, presents a spectacle of harmony in architecture and natural beauty. 
Educational and research programmes are offered through its 40 departments. There are as many as 
12 Teaching Blocks, 14 Hostels with another 10 in the offing, an elegant Vivekananda Library with 6 
off-shoots, the majestic TagoreAuditorium equipped with modern gadgetry and amenities, spectacular 
StudentsActivity Centre, Campus School, Health Centre, Faculty House, Sports Stadium, Swimming 
Pool, Multipurpose Gymnasium Hall, Community Centre, Printing Press, Canteens, Shopping Complex 
and an Administrative Block. About 550 residential units are available for the faculty members and 
non-teaching staff. There is a very robust Campus Wide Network - an amalgam of cable and wi-fi 
technologies, with1 Gbps internet connectivity. Aserene 'Yajanshala' addresses the spiritual and health 
needs of the campus community. Branches of State Bank of India and Central Co-operative Bank are 
the other facilities available on the Campus. 
Besides, the University runs three programmes through Satellite Institute, University Institute of Law & 
Management Studies (UILMS), Gurgaon. LL.B (Hons ) 3-year Course is also likely to be started 
after approval of Bar Council of India 
About 530 Institutions/Colleges of General Education, Engineering, Technology, Computer Sciences 
and Management Sciences located in 10 districts of the State are affiliated to this University. 

2. KURUKSHETRA UNIVERSITY, KURUKSHETRA 
The foundation of Kurukshetra University was laid by Dr. Rajender Prasad, the first President of the 
Republic on 11 January, 1957. Since its inception the university has pursued excellence in teaching and 
research. It is widely acknowledged as a premier institute in key areas of higher education like science, 
technology, humanities, social sciences, education, performing arts and sports. The university Campus 
spread over 400 acres is located on the south bank of the famed Bhrahmsarovar. 
The University offers world-class education to students from India and other countries by providing a 
learning experience designed to develop intellectual abilities, as well as social, moral and ethical values. 
The University is equipping its students with the skills. insights, attitudes and practical experience that 
will enable them to become discerning citizens. 

 

The Campus of the University has often been rated as one of the most beautiful campuses in India. It 
resembles a large, self-contained village with lecture theatres, smart class rooms, Wi-Fi campus, libraries, 
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laboratories, on campus hostel accommodation, cafeterias, canteens, market, swimming pool, gymnasia, 
banks, ATMs, post office and the world-class sports facilities. The most remarkable feature of the 
campus is the seamless interconnection of nature and the built environment. There are a number of lush 
green gardens, water fountains and sidewalks which provide an ideal environment on the campus for 
study and leisure. In recognition of our commitment towards maintaining environmental equilibrium the 
University has recently been awarded the ‘Green CampusAward’by the World Management Congress, 
New Delhi. 
Striving for Excellence 
Accreditation by National Assessment and Accreditation Council (NAAC) 
Kurukshetra University is a NAAC accredited ‘A’Grade University. The University was especially 
recognized by the NAAC for its commitment towards imparting quality education and an environment 
that is conductive to academic growth. The University’s impressive infrastructure and its commitment 
to quality research were also identified by the NAAC as institutional strength. 
A survey conducted by a leading national magazine in 2014 ranked the University 15th among 400 
universities which formed a part of the countrywide survey.   For  its achievements in Inter-University 
sports competitions, the University was ranked 3rd  in Maulana Abdul Kalam Azad (MAKA) Trophy 
in 2013-14. The University is now in the process of seeking re-accreditation from the NAAC for Cycle-
III. 

3. CHAUDHARY DEVI LAL UNIVERSITY, SIRSA 
Established on 2nd April, 2003, Chaudhary Devi Lal University, Sirsa is named after Jan Nayak 
Chaudhary Devi Lal, the former Deputy Prime Minister of India and the former Chief Minister of 
Haryana. 
This University, set up by the Government of Haryana under an Act 9 of 2003 passed by the State 
Legislature, has a sprawling campus of 213 Acres 4 Kanal 12 Marlas at Barnala Road, Sirsa. The 
main objective of the University is to facilitate, promote and excel in Higher Education, Research and 
Consultancy in the contemporary as well as emerging areas of knowledge. The inception of high-tech 
culture involving computer-based facilities, internet connectivity and modern administrative techniques 
are integral characteristics of this University. To enhance the standard of higher education and increase 
the research activities the University in 2011 was connected to National Knowledge Network (NKN). 
This connectivity has been provided through One Gbps (optical fiber) dedicated line under NMEICT 
project of Ministry of HRD India. Wi-Fi facility has also been provided in the University campus. 
Affiliation of colleges situated in Sirsa and Fatehabad districts in 2011 has been another milestone for 
this University. 
There are 16 Teaching Departments offering 54 courses in the University. Well-known, reputed and 
experienced academicians and professionals have been associated in preparing the academic curriculum 
of different programmees. It is important to mention here that special attention has been given to follow 

the guidelines of the UGC and other regulatory bodies in preparing the programme curriculum. The 
university also offers various programmes through the University Centre for Distance Learning. The 
emphasis is to impart quality education by providing congenial and liberal atmosphere in the campus 
through the promotion of extracurricular activities. Sports events of North Zone andAll India Intervarsity 
level and University Youth Festival were successfully organized in addition to encouraging students to 
participate in such activities and events outside the campus to enable them achieve overall growth of 
their personality. 
The University has two Teaching Blocks, Guest House, Vice Chancellor's residence and 101 houses 
for the teaching and non-teaching staff and four well-furnished hostels for boys and girls. Majestic 
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building of CV Raman Bhawan (Science Block) has been completed and occupied by the Departments 
of Physics, Chemistry, Biotechnology, Food Science & Technology, Energy & Environmental Sciences 
and Mathematics. The University has developed its own Media Centre equipped with hi-tech gadgets. 
The University has well-equipped laboratories. The University has a majestic building housing 
Vivekananda Library. There is a good stock of books and study material of high standard in the 
University library. Research Journals of National and International repute are being subscribed. The 
construction of Multipurpose Hall is likely to be completed very soon. Proposals for the Teaching 
Block No. 3 and the building for University Centre for Distance Learning are in pipeline. 
The University has ATM facility of Oriental Bank of Commerce and State Bank of India. A branch of 
Oriental Bank of Commerce started functioning in the year 2011. The branch is located in the University 
Shopping Complex which also houses the University Health Centre. Medical facilities have been made 
available to the students through a regular appointed Medical Officer and technical staff. 
The University has adopted innovative methods in conducting University examinations. The University 
has also made a distinction in timely declaration of results.

4. CHAUDHARY BANSI LAL UNIVERSITY BHIWANI. 
Chaudhary Bansi Lal University was established under the Haryana Govt. Act No. 25 of 2014. 
It is named after the creator of modern haryana, Late Chaudhary Bansi Lal, former Chief 
Minister of Haryana and former Defence Minister. The University became functional from 26th 
July, 2014 with the appointment of Prof. S.K. Gakhar as Vice Chancellor. 

The University has been established as a teching-cum-affiliatinig University to facilitate higher 
education in multi-discipline with special emphasis on sports and physical education and to 
achieve excellence in these and connected fields. The University has started with 18 
Departments offering various courses like M.Sc. (Physics, Chemistry, mathematics, Zoology, 
Botany, Bio-Technology, Geography, Psychlogy), M.A. (English, Hindi, History, Political 
Science, Economics), Master in Social Work, M.P.Ed. M.Com, Master in Business 
Administration and Master in Journalish and mass communication successfully. The University 
proposes to start the courses like Master in Sports Management, Sports Medicine, Public 
Health, Social entrepreneurship, Pharmacy and LLB etc. in the coming sessions.

(v) Compartmental candidates will not be allowed admission in B.Ed. (Regular Course) in any case.

No. 60 SW (1)-2013 The Governor of Haryana is pleased to provide 10% reservation in jobs under 
Government/Government Undertakings and Local Bodies as well as in educational institutions for 
Economically Backward Persons in the General Caste's Category of the State. The Criteria for 
consideration as economically backward will be as under:- 
(i) 'Family' for the purposes of the applicant seeking reservation as 'economically backward' is 

defined as follows:- 
(a) Head of Family and his/her spouse; 
(b) Dependent children and their spouses; 
(c) Unmarried dependent brothers and sisters. 
(ii) The total annual income of the family of the applicant should not cumulatively exceed Rs. 2, 

50,000/- per annum from all sources including agricultural income. 
(iii) In case any person in the family, as described in (i) above, is income-tax/wealth tax payee, 

benefit of reservation shall not be extended. 
(iv) Applicant or family as described in (i) above should not be in Class-I/Class-II services of 

Government of India or State Government level or equivalent or hold any equivalent post in any 
statutory board/corporation/university/society/trust or an equivalent position in any public/private 
limited company or in any international organization. 
Family shall be deemed to be in service as mentioned above when a person in family has 
superannuated and/or has sought voluntary retirement or has been dismissed/terminated/ 
compulsory retired from such service. 

(v) In case, family as described in (i) above, is engaged in a profession as doctor, lawyer chartered 
accountant, income tax consultant, financial or management consultant, engineer, architect, 
computer specialist, firm/TV artist, playwright, author, model, media personnel or holds any 
elected/appointed office either under the Constitution or in terms of any statue out of which 
emolument/salary is paid, criteria of income as described in (ii) above shall be applicable. 

(vi) Family, as described above, should not be employed in any Military or Para-Military services 
with Union of India in the rank of 'Second Lieutenant' or above in the Army or any equivalent 
rank in other forces or Para-Military forces. 

 Reservation for economically backward persons shall be vertical and not horizontal. 
3. The person who claims benefit of reservation under other categories shall not be 

entitled in this category.

8. Only those candidates having a permanent disability of not less than 40% (being otherwise fit for 
admission to the course) will be considered for admission. Persons with Disabilities will have to 
produce the Disability Certificate issued by the Chief Medical Officer of the concerned District. 
However, the certificate shall be subject to verification by a Medical Board constituted by the 
university for the purpose. The decision of the Board shall be final. Persons with Disabilities 
candidates belonging to Haryana are required to submit the certificate as per Annexure-VIII. 
However, Medical Certificate already issued by the CompetentAuthority will also be considered. 

9. Children & Grand-Children of Freedom Fighters of Haryana are required to submit a certificate 
from the Deputy Commissioner of the concerned District as per Annexure-IX at the time of 
admission. 

10. Wards of Ex-Servicemen of Haryana are required to submit the certificate as per Annexure-X. 
11. For the horizontal reservation, candidates of Haryana Open, S.C., B.C. and Spl. BC categories 

will also have to furnish E.S.M. /D.F.F. certificate. 
12. Candidates who have passed their qualifying examination from a University in the State of Haryana 

will be deemed to be Haryana residents and will not be required to submit certificate of Bonafide 
residents of Haryana. 

13. Reservation policy is not applicable on Private Educational Institutions (SELF 
FINANCING SCHEME Colleges) which receive no aid from the State irrespective of 
the mode of Examination i.e. either by themselves or by Nodal Authority vide Memo 
No. 18/170-07 UNP(4) dated 27.8.2007 from Commissioner and Secretary to Government 
Haryana, Education Department, Chandigarh. 

14. A person belonging to the General Category married to a person belonging to the Scheduled

Instructions regarding Bonafide Residents of Haryana issued vide letter No.62/17/95-6 GSI dated 
3rd October, 1996, No.62/32/2000-6GSI dated 23rd May, 2003, No.62/27/2003-6GSI dated 29th 
July, 2003 and No.62/62/2011-6GSI dated 17th January, 2012 by the Chief Secretary to Government, 
Haryana. 
Subject: Bonafide residents of Haryana - Guidelines regarding. 
1. I am directed to invite your attention to Haryana Govt. letters noted in the margin on the subject 

noted above vide which the instructions were issued regarding simplification of procedure for 
obtaining the certificate of Domicile for the purpose of admission to educational institution (including 
technical/medical institution). The matter has been reconsidered in the light of judgment delivered 
by the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India in the case of Dr. Pradeep Jain vs. Union of India and 
others reported as AIR 1984-SC-1421, wherein it has been held that instead of the word 
'Domicile' the word 'Resident' be used in the instructions issued by the State Government and it 
has been decided to revise the Government instructions. Henceforth, the following categories of 
persons would be eligible for the grant of Resident Certificate:- 

(I) Candidates, who have passed the examination qualifying there for selection in an institution from 
a school/college in Haryana. 

(II) Children/Wards (if parents are not living)/Dependents: - 
(i) of the regular employees of Haryana State posted in or outside Haryana State or working 

on deputation; 
(ii) of the regular employees of the statutory bodies/corporations established by or under an 

act of the State of Haryana who are posted in Chandigarh or in Haryana or outside Haryana. 
(iii) of the regular employees of the Government of India posted in Chandigarh or in Haryana 

in connection with the affairs of the Haryana Government; 
(III) Children/wards (if parents not living)/dependents of persons who after retirement have permanently 

settled in Haryana and draw their pensions from the treasuries situated in the State of Haryana. 
(IV) Children/wards (if parents are not living)/dependents of pensioners of Haryana Government 

irrespective of the fact that the original home of the retiree is in a state other than Haryana or he 
has settled after retirement in or outside Haryana, 

(V) Children/Wards (if parents are not living)/dependents of persons, who have permanent home in 
Haryana and include persons who have been residing in Haryana for a period of not less than 15 
years or who have permanent home in Haryana but on account of their occupation they are living 
outside Haryana; 

(VI) The wives of such persons who are bonafide residents of Haryana irrespective of the fact that 
they had belonged to any other State before marriage; 
 

(VII) Persons who were born in Haryana and produce a certificate to that effect; provided that the 
parents/guardians (if parents are not living) of persons belonging to any one of the above mentioned 
categories are : 
(i) Citizen of India; 
(b) Produce an affidavit to the effect that they or their children/wards (if parents are not living)/ 

dependents have not obtained the benefit of Resident in any other State. 
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(VIII) Children & Wards of the accredited journalists residing at Chandigarh and recognized by Govt. 
of Haryana. 

2. All candidates claiming to be bonafide residents of Haryana should produce a Haryana Resident 
Certificate signed by the District Magistrate/GeneralAssistant to Deputy Commissioner or Sub- 
Divisional Officer (Civil) of the District/Sub-Divisions/Tehsildars of Revenue to which the 
candidates belong. Resident Certificates in respect of elsewhere or in respect of the Children/ 
Wards/Dependents of Haryana Govt. employees who are posted at Chandigarh, Delhi or 
elsewhere or in respect of Children/Wards/Dependents of pensioners of Haryana Govt. or in 
respect of the Children/Wards/Department of the employees of the Government of India posted 
at Chandigarh or in Haryana in connection with the affairs of Haryana Government, or in respect 
of Children/Wards/Dependents of the employees and retirees of the Statutory Bodies/Corporations 
of Haryana established by or under an Act of the State of Haryana or a Central Act and located 
at Chandigarh, Haryana or outside Haryana, should be by their respective Heads of Departments. 

3. Candidates seeking admission in educational institutions (including medical and technical institutions) 
located in Haryana may not be required to produce Resident Certificate, if they have passed the 
examination from a school/college situated in Haryana. For this purpose, a certificate of the 
Principal/Headmaster from concerned institution where the children/wards studied last should 
be considered sufficient. The Principal/Headmaster of the institution shall be competent to issue 
such certificate, which should be sufficient. 

4. If a candidate is admitted on the basis of claim that he belongs to the State of Haryana but at any 
subsequent time is discovered that his claim was false, the student shall be removed from the 
institution, all fees and other dues paid up to the date of such removal shall be confiscated. The 
Principal/Headmaster may take such other action against the student and his/her parents/guardians 
as he may deem proper in the circumstances of any particular case. 

5. The children/wards/dependents of the employees of Punjab & Haryana High Court, who are 
discharging their duties in connection with the affairs of the State of Haryana and have not 
availed facility from their parent State, the State of Punjab and U.T.Administration Chandigarh, 
would also be eligible for grant of Resident Certificate of the State of Haryana only for the 
purpose of admission in academic/technical/medical institutions of the State of Haryana.
