INTRODUCTION 

      
BRIEF HISTORY: The University was established at Faridkot under an Act of Punjab State Legislature 
(Punjab Act No. 18 of 1998) in the name of great Sufi Saint Sheikh Farid Ganj-E-Shakar, (1173 1265 
A.D.) in 1998 for purposes of affiliating, teaching and ensuring proper and systematic instruction, 
training and research in Modern Systems of Medicine and Indian Systems of Medicine. It is not only 
affiliating and examining body but also a teaching and research centre in health sciences. It is 
expected to play a vital role in improving the standards of medical and health education in the state 
and in conducting relevant research in all aspects of health sciences, basic as well as applied, which 
ultimately will ameliorate the health standards of the people of Punjab. II is believed that the university 
will be a trend setter in developing appropriate modes and models of health care to ensure quality 
health care to the people.  
 

The University has been recognized by MCI vide letter no. V/11015/3/2000-ME (UG) dated 9th 
June, 2000. The UGC has also included the University in the list of recognized universities maintained 
by the University Grants Commission, under section 2(1) of the UGC Act.

9.        CONDUCT OF THE TEST 

 
9.1 SSET- 2015 will be conducted for admission to Super Specialty Courses of D.M. in 

the speciality of Gastroenterology, Cardiology, Neurology & Nephrology and 
M.Ch. in the speciality of Plastic Surgery, Urology, Neurosurgery, Cardio 
Vascular & Thoracic Surgery in Dayanand Medical College, Ludhiana. 

9.2 SSET-2015 for Super Speciality Courses will contain 100 multiple choice 
questions of 4 marks each.  The duration of test will be of 2 hours. The 
candidates who secures 50% and above marks in SSET-2015 will be eligible 
for Practical/viva of 100 marks and final merit for admission will be prepared 
on the basis of SSET marks and practical/viva marks taken together. 

9.3 Candidates having appropriate postgraduate qualification as are required for 
undertaking a Super- specialty Courses as per the norms of the Medical Council of 
India, can apply for taking the SSET - 2015. 

9.4 Candidates are advised to carefully go through the entire prospectus and comply 
with all the requirements / directions / instructions therein contained with regard to 
filling up of the admission application form, its submission, all relevant information 
required for the appearing in the SSET-2015 and admissions thereof.

9.9 Candidate shall fill the ovals of OMR response sheet with black fine tip ball pen 
only. 

9.10 The candidate shall do signature on OMR response sheet, attendance sheet and  
on question booklet. 

9.11 Candidates shall not be allowed to leave the examination hall till the completion of 
the time of the test. 

9.12 The test shall be conducted in the center(s) decided by the University. The same 
shall be intimated to the candidates.

1. The Governor of Punjab is pleased to notify admissions to Post Graduate Super-specialty 
courses for the year 2015 onwards in the Health Sciences Educational Institutions in the State 
of Punjab. This notification is in supersession to all the previous notifications issued for 
admission to the post graduate super-specialty course. 

2. Baba Farid University of Health Sciences, Faridkot, Punjab is authorized to conduct the 
entrance test i.e. SSET-2015 for correspondence years hereinafter called SSET, for deciding 
the inter-se merit of the candidates. SSET is the eligibility-cum-ranking examination prescribed 
as the single entrance examination. 

3. Admission to aII super-specialty courses shall be based upon merit obtained in SSET 
mandatory for getting entry to these courses under various Universities and Institutions situated 
in the State of Punjab except the Minority institutions.  

4. The Baba Farid University of Health Sciences, Faridkot is authorized to make admissions on 
the basis of SSET, as per procedure and criteria laid down in the notification under "The Punjab 
Private Health Sciences Educational Institutions (Regulation of Admission, Fixation of Fee and 
Making of Reservation) Act 2006". 

5. Candidate must not have crossed the age of 50 years on or before 1st January of concerned 
year, relaxable in case of SC/ST candidates by a maximum of 5 years and for OBC Candidates 
3 years. The upper age limit is not applicable to sponsored/ PCMS candidates.  

6. Candidate must possess a degree in MD/MS from a University recognized by the MCI in the 
respective discipline. Major disciplines are mentioned in 'Annexure A'. 

7. Candidate should have not taken more than two additional attempts in passing his/her, MD/MS.  

8. The tentative list of the available seats in each college will be displayed by Baba Farid

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12. In case of any dispute in distribution of seats for all institutions situated in the State of Punjab, 
the Director, Research and Medical Education, Punjab will be appellate authority.  

13. SSET shall be of maximum 400 marks with 100 multiple choice questions. Candidates scoring 
50% in SSET shall be eligible to apply for admission and for appearing in practical/ viva-voca 
test. Overall merit shall be based upon the marks obtained in the SSET and practical/ viva-
voca.  

14. The practical/ viva-voca examination will be of 100 marks and will be held at the Medical 
College concerned.  

15. Baba Farid University of Health Sciences, Faridkot may fix and charge fee for prospectus, 
application fee, etc.  

16. The application for Admissions, complete in all respects shall be submitted to the Baba Farid 
University of Health Sciences, Faridkot, Punjab. 

17. In case a candidate once admitted; drops out or leaves the Post Graduate (Super-speciality) 
course in between he/she shall be debarred for a period of five years.

19.  In order to ensure completion of the prescribed courses (s) and period of study as well as 
commencement of examination(s) in time, no admission (s) adjustment(s) shall be made after 
30th September regardless of any vacancy(ies) that might exist or might arise thereafter for any 
reason.  

20.  Any misrepresentation, false information, fake documentation and impersonation for securing 
admission shall be punishable under the relevant provisions of Indian Penal Code along-with 
cancellation of admission.  

21.  For any dispute arising out of this notification or of the admissions under this notification, the 
jurisdiction shall be Punjab and Chandigarh only.
