1. INTRODUCTION:

Disability is defined as a lack of ability to perform an activity in the manner considered normal
for a human being. It is estimated that 4% population (approx.) suffer from one or other form of
disability. Malnutrition, lack of hygiene, inadequate/delay in medical services, infectious
diseases, accidents, etc. may cause impairment leading to disability. For rehabilitation of such
persons, the appropriate services need to be widely available.

The number of recognized disability conditions has been increased from 7 to 21 in the RPWD
Act 2016 as follows:

The Government, NGOs and civil society Institutions have been providing services to the
Persons with Disabilities (Divyangjan) since long, but these efforts have gained momentum since
1970’s when the decade was marked by a new approach to disability with the concept of “Rights
for Disabled Persons”. The United Nations took the lead and issued declarations relating to
Rights to the Disabled Persons (1975). The decade 1983-92 was declared as the “Decade of the
Disabled Persons”. This was followed by the “Asia and Pacific Decade of Disabled Persons”
(1993-2002). The standard rules for the equalization of opportunities for persons with disabilities
were adopted by the UN General Assembly in 1993.
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Since 1970, Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment, Govt. of India has established several

5.1 Vertical Reservation: Reservation will be made as per the Central Govt. norms i.e.
EWS- 10%, SC- 15%, ST- 7.5% and OBC- 27% are kept vertically subject to
production of Original Caste Certificate. However, the candidates must appear in PG
Entrance Test -2024 and qualify according to the minimum norms applicable to them.
5.2 Horizontal Reservation: Reservation of Seats for Persons with Disabilities
(PwDs)/PH (Divyangjan) will be provided as per Govt. of India guidelines and
Reservation roaster. 01 Seat for North East (NE) State candidates in each course i.e.
MPT/MOT/MPO course are reserved horizontally from respective categories (UR,
SC, ST, EWS & OBC).
5.2.1 PwD/ PH Reservation: Govt. of India reservation policy for PwD/PH
(Divyangjan) candidates will be strictly followed in each course i.e. MPT,
MOT & MPO subject to production of Original PwD/PH (Divyangjan)/UDID
Certificate issued from Competent Authority. The meritorious PwD/PH
(Divyangjan) candidate from PwD/PH (Divyangjan) rank will get the chance
and the seat will be deducted from the candidate’s category
(UR/SC/ST/OBC/EWS). 01 seat in MPT & MOT each is reserved for
meritorious PwWD/PH (Divyangjan) candidate as per Reservation Roaster for
this Academic year i.e. 2024-25.

5.2.2 NE State Reservation: One seat in each course i.e. MPT, MOT & MPO is
reserved for candidates from North Eastern State to the meritorious NE
candidate from NE rank on production of original
Domicile/Nativity/Residence Certificate issued from the Competent Authority
and the seat will be deducted from the candidate’s category
(UR/SC/ST/OBC/EWS).

Reservation will be made as per the Central Govt. norms. However, the candidates must
appear in PG Entrance Test -2024 and qualify according to the minimum norms
applicable to them.
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The SC/ST candidates are required to submit Caste Certificate from appropriate
authorities on the basis of which reservation is claimed. In case of non-availability of
qualified candidates under one category (SC/ST), the vacant seats will be interchanged
from the other category (SC/ST), in order of merit.

SEBC Certificate issued by Govt. of Odisha or any State Govt. BC certificates
applicable for their concerned state will not be accepted. OBC Certificate (Non
Creamy layer) issued in Govt. of India format only (Sample format available in
Page No- 17) and issued within one year before date of counseling will be accepted.
Similarly in case of non-availability of qualified OBC candidates, the vacant seats will be
filled-up by UR Category candidates in order of merit.

CHOICE LOCKING, SEAT ALLOTMENT, AND DOCUMENT VERIFICATION

Separate merit list will be drawn for each course MPT, MOT & MPO. All candidates
irrespective  of  their Rank are required to login the  website
https://admission.svnirtar.nic.in for Registration and CHOICE LOCKING for choice
of specialty area between 04.08.2024 to 08.08.2024 FAILING WHICH THE
CANDIDATE WILL NOT BE ALLOTTED ANY SEAT DURING SEAT
ALLOTMENT PROCESS. Candidates are advised to fill choices in the order of
preference taking course and specialization into consideration and submit maximum
number of choices in order to avoid un-allocation.

After completion of choice locking period, seat allocation will be done by the system
considering merit rank, reservation rule, availability of seat, and choices filled. System
will allocate the best possible preference of choice from the list of choices submitted. The
list of candidates allocated seats will be published in the official website
https://admission.svnirtar.nic.in.

Once seat allotment result is declared, candidates can login to the admission portal and
complete the following activities:
a. View seat allotment
b. Pay part admission fees of Rs. 10,000.00 towards confirmation of allotted
seat (Not applicable for UDID Card holders) to be adjusted or deducted from
admission fees. The amount will be forfeited or non-refundable if the candidate
leaves the course/ documents mismatch during physical verification at respective
Institute.
c. Willingness for Seat Upgradation or Freeze

All the candidates who have completed the above steps will be called to the Institute for
document verification. The candidate must be physically available at the Institute with all
original documents on the date of document verification. Candidates who will not
complete the above activities within the scheduled date/time, their allocated seat will be
cancelled and they will not take part in further round of seat allocation.

During document verification, if there is change in profile of candidate i.e. change of
domicile, social category (SC/ST/OBC/EWS), special reservation (PH/NE) and it affects
seat allocation, the allotted seat will be cancelled, candidate’s profile will be updated and
he/she will be considered in subsequent rounds of seat allotment with updated profile
only.
